A club must have 12 or fewer members to request a
club coach from the District.  It is helpful if the club
knows of someone who is willing to work with them
or can suggest a Toastmaster who is interested in
being a club coach.  Once the District Governor has
formally approved the appointment of the club coach,
he/she works closely with the club to encourage meet-
ing excellence, inviting guests to visit and join, and to
help the club achieve distinguished status by June
30th.  The club coach has up to two years for the club
to obtain distinguished or higher status in order to
earn credit toward their Advanced Leader award.  

Starting this year, each successful club coach will be
formally recognized at the July TELI.  Every club
coach that leads their club to distinguished or higher
status will earn the Phoenix Award.  This award will
be a public acknowledgement of the hard work and
dedication they have made to help a struggling club
grow strong and provide the environment for each
member to achieve their goals.  The following indi-
viduals are on their way to earning the Phoenix
Award:  Sarah Schuck, Ruth Ann Castle, Bonnie

2. Click on Stationery/Business Cards in the right-
hand menu options. 

3. Click on the option for the card you want: 
Business Cards – District, Business Cards – Club, 
or Create Your Own TI Business Card. Each of 
these is a Microsoft Word document on which you
can edit. 

4. Type in the appropriate information. Make sure 
there are no typos or transposed numbers or 
letters. (Make it easier for the person who 
receives your card to find you or your club.) 

5. Consider adding a map of some sort if you are 
creating a club business card. 

6. For a club business card, be sure to include your 
club Website and/or a contact person with phone 
number or e-mail address. 

7. Print the document on business card stock and 
separate your cards. 

Voila! You are ready to tell the whole world (or at
least the part in which you live, work and travel)
about Toastmasters and your club. While you’re mak-
ing cards for yourself, consider making extra club
business cards for your club members to hand out.
Then watch those guests flow through your club meet-
ing doors and onto your club roster as new members.

Don’t be disappointed like those people in the Capital
One commercials who have the wrong credit card. Be
ready with a smile, a three-minute Toastmasters “eleva-
tor” speech, and a Toastmasters business card to make
the most of your opportunity.  Sell Toastmasters to any-
one you meet and dispel that “Toastmasters is the best-
kept secret” myth.

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Integrating The New Leadership 
Manual Into Your Club

Taken from TIPS - November/December 2006

The new Competent Leadership manual strengthens
the leadership training available in Toastmasters, giv-
ing members the opportunity to learn and practice
leadership skills in a structured program, in the same
way they learn speaking skills in the Competent
Leadership manual. The manual also adds a new com-
ponent to your club and its meetings. Now your club
will have members working in both the leadership and
speech manuals. How many members of your club are
working in the Competent Leadership manual? The
following tips will help your club integrate the leader-
ship manual into its meetings and culture:

1. Purchase a manual fordisplay during meetings.
Devote time during several meetings to talk about the
manual and encourage members to complete it. Make
sure the vice president education is familiar with it, too,
so he or she can talk about it with new members.

2. Discuss evaluations.Members working in the com-
munication track receive a verbal evaluation during the
meeting for each speech project they present. Projects
in the leadership manual require members to serve as
timer, Ah-Counter, evaluator and other meeting roles
and they may receive a written and verbal evaluation
for each role. If many club members are working in the
leadership manual, providing so many verbal evalua-
tions during a club meeting will require much more
time. If your club meets for only an hour or so, adding
verbal evaluations for those serving in meeting roles
may be difficult. Your club should discuss the matter
now and make a decision. Possible options are to a)
provide verbal evaluations for leadership projects dur-
ing meetings, b) provide verbal evaluations privately
outside of the club meeting, c) provide only written
evaluations for leadership projects, and d)provide ver-
bal evaluations during meetings for both speech and
leadership projects, but allow less time for each evalu-
ation. Whatever the club decides, you should make it
known to those joining your club.

3. Educate mentors.Your club should assign every
new member a mentor. A mentor is an experienced
member who helps a new member prepare the first few
speech assignments. Now a mentor's role includes
helping new members with the first few projects in the
Competent Leadership manual. Make sure mentors are
familiar with the manual and willing to assist members
with its various projects.

4. Track progress. World Headquarters has charts and
forms that clubs and members can use to monitor
progress in the manual. When members complete all 10
projects in the manual, they may apply for the
Competent Leader award. They'll receive a certificate
and World Headquarters will send a letter to their
employer about their accomplishment. Your club will
receive credit in the Distinguished Club Program toward
Goals 5 or 6 when members achieve the award. 6

5. Include the manual in your"sales pitch." When
guests visit your club, most likely you emphasize how
Toastmasters can help them improve their presentation
