Henry David Thoreau once said, "Success
usually comes to those who are too busy to be
looking for it." I think this describes the

incredible finish District 6 demonstrated as we closed out
the year.

I am so very proud to announce that District 6 has been rec-
ognized as Select Distinguished District 2005-2006. Thanks
to the collective efforts of Toastmasters throughout the
District, we finished #12 out of 75 districts in the world.
This was no small feat in a year in which only 28 districts
accomplished their Distinguished Goals. I extend my
thanks to your club members for participating in the
Education and Leadership programs this past year.

Well over a year ago, we established a plan for the district
to accomplish the Four Critical Success Factors. We accom-
plished all four: Competent Toastmaster Awards, Advanced
Toastmaster Awards, Club Growth, and Membership
Growth. We received additional credit for Distinguished
Clubs, Distinguished Areas, and for Educational Awards
submitted by club members. 

Our most difficult challenge this year was to make our
membership goal following last year's 50% increase in
dues. It took a lot of coordination at the end of the year, yet
we achieved our goal. What I find most interesting is that
we saw a significant growth in new members  - members
who joined clubs and were not members who joined when
we chartered new clubs. In recent years, it has been typical
to see a growth of 7% over the previous year. This year,
however, we saw that percentage climb to 15.3. When one
considers that we only met our membership goal by 107
membership payments (0.3% over our goal), the growth is
simply amazing. This means that we lost a larger than nor-
mal number of members in the district (many of whom were
dual members) yet added more new members than we lost.

I want to thank all the many leaders who served this year. I
salute all who served as club officers. I have heard so many
success stories from so many clubs. Our area governors
deserve a special thank you. I was so impressed by your
dedication and caring service. Congratulations to the 2005-
2006 class of Division Governors. You all found your voic-
es and inspired us all in so many ways. I want to recognize
the many volunteer leaders who made up the district admin-
istrative staff by filling one-year assignments. You showed
us all how an effective team operates by putting forth your
best efforts.

3.   One AC - advanced communicator (advanced skill

building goals - use advanced manuals)
4. One more AC (more advanced skill building and

interesting projects)
5. One CL, AL or DTM award (building and refining 

leadership skills)
6. One more CL, AL or DTM award (encourage all 

club officers to work on these goals)
7. Four new members (assuring your club brings in 

new members to replace any who have left)
8. Four more new members (membership     

growth…more people in the audience guarantee-
ing the success of  your club!)

9. Club officers trained twice (once during June-
August and again during Dec-Feb)

10.  Submit club officer list by June 30 and submit 
semi-annual dues on-time (October 1, April 1).  
At least one on-time dues submittal is required 
for this goal.

Club
officer will help drive these goals by knowing their roles as
officers and communicating that to the club members.

Frequently Asked Questions About Speechcraft
Linda Westrom and Paul McNelly, Speechcraft Co-Chairs

Linda... What is Speechcraft? A focused course of six to eight
weeks to learn communication skills.   It includes learning to organ-
ize a speech, using vocal variety, using gestures, and evaluating a
speech.  The presenting club can charge a fee based on the cost of
the materials and other costs.  The club may choose to apply the
speechcraft fee to membership dues.   

Paul…Who will benefit from attending Speechcraft?Any per-
son who whishes to develop their communication skills used in
everyday life; work, social, and community activities.  These skills
can be used at meetings (business or public), when speaking one on
one (phone or in person conversations), when giving a presentation,
during a job interview, or impromptu speaking situations.  

Linda…What does a club need to do first? One member should
be the coordinator and ask club members; are they ready to share
their expertise and be the 'teachers?'  Then, order the Speechcraft kit
from Toastmasters International.  Talk to people who have partici-
pated in holding a Speechcraft and be prepared for new members.   

Paul.... How does a club attract Speechcraft participants? Place
ads in local newspapers, print and place posters in highly visible
locations where good candidates are likely to see them.  This
includes places of business, libraries and other public locations.
Also, personally invite acquaintances to attend. 

Linda…What do club members need to be ready for? Each club
member should be a mentor to a speechcrafter.  They should help
with speech preparation, evaluations, and the roles at club meetings,
such as timer, ah counter and grammarian.    Club members also
need to be ready to give the presentations during course.  

Paul...What does a club need to do during the speechcraft
course? The club needs to be organized for several weeks in
advance with all meeting roles assigned.  In addition,  club members
need to be there so that any attendees are welcomed, have all ques-
tions answered and are provided with the information they need to
be successful and comfortable.

Linda… What materials do we need?Toastmasters International
has the kit for speechcraft that gives good guidelines.  There is a
coordinator's manual and manuals for each participant.
