8) And whatever you do, please send the applications in postmarked in June, and don’t hold them until July.  The easiest way is to submit them online.

When I was elected LGM three years ago I won the election by one vote.  Every person who voted for me were responsible for making it happen.  This June, if you bring in a few new members, you will also be responsible for making our District dream happen.
